Re:          Soccer Club Parent responsibilities to choose leagues and teams wisely

The Goodrich Soccer Club (GSC) is the feeder program to our high school teams, and just as our high school teams continue to increase in skill, strength and knowledge of the game, our soccer club is doing the same thing.  The GSC has evolved from a simple recreational program into a program that offers both the recreational style of soccer and the more competitive style of soccer.  The program has evolved to increase the attributes of every player. 

Two different branches of the GSC have been formed through this evolution. The first branch was the original portion of the GSC which is the recreational program. The second branch has evolved and forms the travel program for the athletes looking for higher competition.

The recreational program gives these young athletes a way to participate in a team event and to gain the basic concepts of the game and decide if the athlete wants to pursue the sport in the future. The program has grown and is able to offer this comfortable atmosphere that is controlled by the coaches so that everyone has an equal opportunity to participate in every contest. The recreational program offers the sport at many age levels so that the young athletes can continue to grow and still be an active and equal participant in the sport.

Soccer players that are looking to play at a higher level of competition would find their way to the travel program. The travel program is much more involved and includes many more practices and games that are not always played locally. Once the player makes it through tryouts, they are continually challenged and compete for a starting position on the team. The coach is no longer responsible for playing time but rather to put the best team on the field as he/she sees fit. This could mean that a player is on the team but does not get equal playing time as everyone else on the team, it is at the coaches discretion.

Our high school coaches  like to see both programs running strong because one keeps the athletes interested in the sport and the other builds them to be stronger soccer players. Both programs have an equal opportunity to feed the high school program, however the experience that is gained in the two programs is very different.

Before signing your child up for the GSC travel league, it is very important that you understand the differnces described above in the leagues and also to recognize that the various travel coaches’ play time choices will not be identical.   It is the responsibility of the athlete and/or the parents to decide which program to pursue prior to signing the check because the money is non-refundable in travel after it has been turned in. Be sure to ask questions and get answers from the travel coach involved making the commitment.   It is your responsibility.
